Whoever happens to be t h e best Bidder, must at 
the same Time give Security, with sufl icent Surcties, 
to be then and there present, to th Satisfaction of the 
Trustees, for Payment of the Rent agreed for, and at 
such Times as they shall direct. 

Also, To take into Consideration the Propriety of 
removing the Tol l -Bar and House at Bradley-Lane, 

or otherwise erecting a new Turnpike Bar, and build-
ing a new Toll H O U S E , across the Turnpike-Road at 
the End of Cooper bridge Lane near the Obelisk, at 
the Bottom of the Road leading to Kirklees, to adjoin
