His statement, however, was not believed,
and he was forthwith brought to the Wakefield lock-up
upon a charge of defrauding ihe company. In the mean-
time it appears that inquiries were made at the various
stations 1n order to find out where he had givent up his|
ticket, and thus test the accuracy of his statement, which,
Inckily for the man, proved true, as the missing ticket was
produced to the Magistrates, and the man at once set at
liberty, the Magistrates regretting the unfortunate position
he had been placed in. It is quite evident that theras are
some gross irregularities on the part of the servants of the
above railway company, or such an occurrence as the above
could never have happened ; and surely the company cannot
do less than make the poor fellow some recompense for the
inconveniencs, letting amlone the disgrace which he bas
suffered. A word or two of condolence from the Magis-
trates is a poor return for o two days’ incarceration in a
public lock-up. :
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
