Tae GaMg Laws.—On Monday, Joseph Field,
of Dewsbury, was brought before John Hague, J. B. Green-
wood, and T. H. Cook, Es¢s., West Riding Magistrates,
charged by John Armitage, gamekeeper to Charles Wheat-
ley, Iisq., with using a gun for the purpose of killing
game, Between three and four o’clock in the morning of
the previous Saturday, Armitage saw the defendant and two
other men ranging for game at Hopton ; a gun was fired by
one of the party, and a hare killed, with which the
defendant ran off, followed by Armitage, who, after a chase
of half-a-ile, captured him, with the hare in his possession.
The defsndant then refused to give his name, and was con-
veyed to the lock-up. Being an old offender, he was fined

£3 and coste, with the alternative of two months’ imprison-
ment in the House of Correction.
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
