Svicipe AT MIRFIELD,-—On Friday evening, an
inquest was held at the Dusty Miller Inn, Mirfield, on the
body of John Ledgard, aged sixty-six. On the previous
day, the deceased was seen going towsrds the collieries of
Mr. Barraclongh, the road to which crosses the railway.
The train due at Mirfield at 11.45 was passing the road, and
the deceased was observed gatting over a low fence on to the
line.

It iasupposed that he was ecaught by one of the foot irons
of the train before he could throw himself under it. He had .
