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CONSECRATION OF A NEw CBURCH AT RAVENS-

THORPE, MIRFIELD, — Yesterday, the Lord Bishop of
Ripon congecrated the new church of St. Saviour, Ravens-
thorpe, a hamlet in the parish of Mirfield. Nine or ten
years ago Ravenathorpe contained only sbout three or four
dwellings, now its Inhabitants numbsr two thonsand, and
there is every prospect that alarge increase will soon be
made, 88 new mills are being erested in the immediate
neighbourhood. About three years ago a room in a amall
cottage was ‘taken for the purposes of publie worship by
some persons, members of the Established Churoh,
and they obtained the anervices of & clergyman, In
o, short time afterwards the Wesleyans left a small
building they had used ae & chapel and school, and en-
tered upon a new chapel bullt in Dark-lane, and the
old &chool was taken possession of by the church

eople, In this they laboured some ¥1me with much success,

ut it wal found to be too small for the inoreasing eongre-
gation and school, and an appeal was sucocessfully made fo
triends with the view of having & new ochurch built, The
foundation stone of the structure was laid in the summer of
1863, and yesterday the structure was coneeorated by the
Bishop, assisted by the Rev. Oanon Fawcett, of Lowmoor ;
the vicars of Mirfield and Dewshury; the Rev, George
Ridley, ‘incumbent of Ravensthorpe; and several other
clergymen, The building is in the gothic style of the four-
teenth century, and consists of a nave and chancel divided
from an aisle by pillars supporting five arches. Both nave
and aisle have high-pitched gabled r¢ofs. The latter is con-
tinued to the extreme east end, formmg an aisle to
the obancel, in which the singers snd Sunday school
children .are to be accommodated, A porch fronts the
mein -road, and a bell turret with o spire. ocoupies
the angle of the nave, A vestry on the side of the aisle
-completes the design, The geats (which are open) are made
‘of varpished pine, but the communion table andrails, the
reading desk and the pulpj$h are carved oak. The latter is

designs by Mr, A, Coivy, architeot, of Uarlisle, When the
cerémony of congecration’ was over the msjority of the
people adjourned to a large room at R&VGHBbhmEE,’ lent by
ﬁdr’. Wilson, and there partook of luncheon. The Viear of
Mirfield presided. The Rishop of Ripon, in replying to the
toast of 'hid health, took occasion t0 speak of the Parish
‘Oburch of Mirfield, and said that he hoped ere long the
parishioners would rally round their Vicar, and ald him tb
build one worthy of the noble site they possessed—a temple
