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GUN FIReD AT A Rammway Train.—On Satur.
day morning, about two o'clock, as a Yorkshire luggape
train was approacliing the atation of the Lancashire and
Yorkshire Railway Co,, at Mirfield, Yorkshire, it was fired
into from a bridge crossing the line, The driver and stoker
say it was moonlight at the time, and as they approached
the bridge, they saw a man standing on the bridge ralse his
gun and take deliberate aim at them as they stood together,
They stooped hastily bebind the weather board in front of
the engine, and immediately afterwards heard the erack of
the gun. On afterwards examining the oufside of the
weather board they found that a charge of small shot had
been lodged in it, near the top. No motive ean be assigned
for the act, but one of wanton malice. Mirfield is a station
at the crossing of the London and North-Western and the
Lancashire and Yorkshire lines, wherethere {s always a groat
number of luggage frains accumulated, to be senf forward
ag the nature of the traffic will admit, and had the driver
or stoker both been disabled by the shol (a very unlikely
occurrence), their frain would have run into the station at
a speed of about fifteen miles per hour, and would, no
doubt have destroyed much property.
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
