When the train was stopped he
was extricated, and, Mr. Marsden heing fetched, it was
found that the lower part of his abdomen and his head
were much injured, and that the ancle bones were smashed.
The unfortunate man was sent on to the Huddersfield
Infirmary at once, but very faint hopes were entertained
that he would survive his injuries many hours,
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
