The defendant drove tho cab, and as she
was returning he stopped the vehiclo at the back of Bradely
Mills, and paid it was customary for the cabmen to ride
inside at night. She refuscd to allow him, and said if
there was _anything cxtra to pay to ride alone she would
ray it. He began to assault her, and sho said shae
would make him pay for it, He said he would not be
made to pay for nothing, and he kicked her scveraly
cn the leg and right side. She then said, * Let me
nlone and I will go home.'” He said, “If you do not
promise mo that you will not make any bother about it, I
will tbrow you over.the hedge.”” The cab procesded o
short distance, and then tho defendont again assaulted hor
and tore her clothes. She was obliged to walk homa. On
the following day she saw the defendant, and said she
should prosecute him. IXe snid Mr. Learoyd hod won him,
-one casy, and he did not mind ‘ weuaring’’ another £ :

Mr. Learogd would win for him again, Iealso threatoned
to knock bor head against the ceiling.—Police-constable
Lee proved that the compluinant had come t6 him on
Saturday night with her clothes torn, and had told him
that the defendant, hiad illused her. Ile advised her to
tnke out & warrant.—NMy. Hirst, ono of the magistrates,
said it was a most disgracetul ease. If people wero to be
agseaulted when thoy went out in a cab at night thore waas
an end of all seeurity,— Mr, Learoyd said the woman wag
not more respectable than she ought to be.—The bench siid
whatever the ¢haracter of tho womaa it did net justify the
defendant in treating her that way.—The defendant wag
fined 405. and costs, total £3 2., or in default two moaths’
