
F A T A L ACCIDENT.—About, half-past eight yester­
day morning William Sykes, of Mirfield, a boy employed 
at the Dark-lane colliery, met with his death under the 
following circumstances:—A cage was about to he drawn 
up, and he was heard to say he would ride a conple of yards 
upwards.

The banksmnn, John Elsworth, went 
down the shaft at once, and discovered the unfortunate 
boy lying at the bottom quite dead. The deceased was 
only ten years of age and was of a very playful diaposi-
