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SERIOUS BAILWAY ACCIDENT NEAR DEWSBURY.

Yesterday morning, shortly before nine o'clock, an alarm-
ing 1xilway accident took place at the juunction of the
Lancashire and Yorksbire Rlailway with the London and
North-Westorn, situated between Dewsbury and Mirfield,
but luckily no loss of life occurrad, ‘Che moarning was
gloomy and foggy, aud a platelayer was therefore sont
from Dewsbury to assist the signalman in his dutios.
Unfortunately theso men appear not to have come to a
proper undersfanding, for the express train from Lioeds
way permitted to go forward to the junction at a time
when a goods traip was going over tho points from Nor-
manton, The collision caused three trucks and a guard's
van to ba overturned, and the driver of the goods tratn was
thrown beneath one of the frucks and very seriously
injured, He was removed as quickly as possible and sont

to the Infirmary at Huddersficld, whore his injurios—a
severe sculp wound and contusions on the legi—were

prompily attended to. In the meantime a large body of
men woro obtained from the Dewsbury, Mirfield, and
Wakefield stations, and by half-past ten thoy suecceoded in
opening tho up line, and in half an hour aiftorwards in
removing all obstacles to tho resumption of traflic on the
other lire. Yesterdar afternoon, the injured driver—
Josbua Secker, of Leeds —was reported to be doing us well
as veuld be expected under the circ unmstances,
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
