The guard made 
him return, and he made a second away, but was seen. 
He offered his fare, but It wae refused Defendant' s 

excuse for getting out on the wrong side was that he 
wanted to avoid his sergeant, who was in the habit of 
watching late trains at fair times. The Bench expressed 
regret that he should have acted in such a manner, and 
said he had hitherto been a very good officer. 
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
