lect to kecp the fly wheel at the above pit sccurely
fenced ; 4th, that at the Slipper-lane Pit they did neglect
to koep a plan of the workings of such pit; 5th, thag
they did neglect to cause an ahstract of the Coal Mines
Reaulations Act, 1872, and rules, with the names ard
addresses of the Government inspector for the district,
the owners, and of the manager, to ho posted up in sons
conepictious place at the pit; and Gth, that they did neg-
lect to keen at the above pit a book in which to enter a
report of the condition of the mine s0 far as ventilution
was concerned. Dlr, Ibberson solicitor, represented the
defendants, who pleaded guilty to all the charges, BMr,
Jeffery, of Bradford, appeared on behulf of the Govern-
ment inspector. Tho Bench fined the defendunts £2 in
each case, in all £12,
