He rushed at George, who had a poker in
his hand, and who with it struck him a severe blow, and
then fell, 'I'he father fell also, and Albert seeing he had
in his haud the hammer with which he was assaulted in
the morning, took it fromn bim, and struck the old man
severul blows on the arms and .body. In the meantime
the other son remewed the oitack with the poker, and
wounded his father on the head, besides inflictine several
