—Tha deceased was killed by an explosion of steam from
pear -the man-hole, nnd the sviience showed that this
was. caused by the indiarubber ring-packing having beca
blown out at the sidec owine to the pressure of steam,
which, however, . was not greater thaa usual, being
between 50lb, and 60lb. to the aquare inch. —1he jury
found that the occurrence was accidental, and returnet a
verdict accordingly.
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
