Hearing of the small sum offered, defendant
publicly abused piaintiff, calling him ‘a5 gcamp,”’
and *‘ 2 —— thief who bhad stolen his fat when thev hE’Ld
dealings together.” —His LORDSHIP, in addaressiog the
jury, seid that the law could not take cognisance of
vulgar abuse.—A. verdict was given for Defendant.
