The female operative tlanket weavers who are ua
strike held another mas3s meeting iu ths Primitive schoo!«
yoom, tog of Heckmondwike, last night. The first
weaver who addressed the meeting stated that they met
at Cawley Hill that morniag, and proceeded in a body
to Flush Mills (Mesars. J. ¥. Fiuirth and' Sons’,
where they eveatnally succeeded in inducing the weavers
to jan the movement, ‘They next went to Wellington
Mills, Liversedge (Messrs. Crowther’s), where they had
pitiilar success, but she helieved the weavers at this place
Lhad for somo reason or other gone back to their work.
(A Voice: **No, mno.”) he noxt place visited
was thut of Mr. James Walker, of Mirfield,
whose  weavers were  willing to  strike  if
those at Messrs, Cooke and Wormald’s, of Thornhill,
would do the same. The same remark applied to
Britannia Mills, Dewsbury. The weavers had promised to
bg guided by the weavers of Messya. Cooke and Wormaid.
At the premises of the last-named firrn a depatation
representing the weavers had been interviewed, and
they promised to lay the matter before
gencral meeting, and give an answer by DMonday
al noon, Several other weavers gave addresses
urging the importauce of being united in the matter, and
it was resolved t» renew their visit to Measrs. Cooke and
Wormald's on Monday, with a view of persuading the
weavers there fo coms out on strike. Cowplaints were
made of the paucity of the number who went to Thornhiil
that day, and several speakers requested that the whole
strength of the striko hands should turn up on Maonday, so
that greater influence could be exerted upon those of a
wavering disposition regarding the strike.

Measrs. Jobn Bumnley and Sons, manufacturers, Hecks
mondwike, assure us that immediately after breakfast on
Thureday moring a large number of weavers on strike
camo down to their place, filling the entrance to the works,
a number of them actually forcing themselves into the
weaving.-room, for the dec ared purposs of inducing, or
compelling, the weavers to come out on strike with them.
This they vefused to do, having mo grievance to complain
of, a8 the firm has always paid the extra price for upwards
of 20 changes of shuttles smce it was firs¢ agreed to up to
the present fumo, and has not given notics of any intention
tﬁ disconynue tbhﬁr Salggo a'll'lhg strike v;ea.zem reraained on
the premises, obstructing all business, for between two and
three houry before they could induce the firm’s weavers to
loave their work, and af last this was only accomplished by
sheer intimidation, and in some cases rather rough handling,
As regards the matter of ‘ the hose,” the firm tried a
menns to induce the visifors to leave their premises in vaing
and in the end gome of their men adopted this dayice to
clear them ofi
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
