Kelly, and James Higgins, by
aiding and abefting the principais. TFhey all pleaded
guilty.—Police-constable Humphreys briefly stated that on
the day in question he saw the first two fighting at Hopton,
and the otbers engaged as seconds. He stopped the fight,
but & crowd of 300 or 400 men demanded that it should
proceed, and being powerless he had to stand by, and {he
ficht went on, Brennan at last being declared the victor.—
Defendants had nothing to suy. ‘Lhey were all bound over
to keep the peace for six months, and ordered to pay the
cosis.
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
