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THE DEWSBURY MURDER,
PRISONER COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

At the Dewsbury Borough Court on Saturday, Ham
Walker, stoker, of }.I.xr.ﬁeld was charged, on ramand,
with the murder of Sargh Ann Llhatman, on the 9th
May. The Couwrt was oowded. Mr. E, Mawdse
prosecuted, sad Mr. Hiram A, Hllis appeared for the

prisoner.
Mr. Mawdsley, opening the case, said the evidenc

was s0 abundant and comciusive as to the erime, that
he hed mo hesitstion in saying tbat prisoner wonld have
to take his trial on the churge. He then proceeded
to state the fuets of the murder, which were to the
effect that the deceased hud Dbeen leadinz an- irregula
Jite. On Monday night she came across the prsoner
it the OCreat Northern Hotel, Dewsbury, and went
with him to Savile Town. Thev bad some liquor at the
Navile Arms, and on retarning to Dewsbury Walker
pushed the deceased sgainst the railings of the Lmdgs,
tben took hold of her and threw or rolled her info
the river. In comclusion, Mr, Mawdsley sald de would
le able to submit to the Dench add.rlnonal evidence
of the utmost importance. Folice-constuble Hughes,
who was in charge of the prisoner the whole of Monday
nisht, wonld be called, and state that the prisoner made
en entirely voluntary siatement io him. Prisoner also
mede an important statement {o Sergeant Kendell, bu
he would not prejudice the case by siating the purport
of this further evidence.

Jubal Gibsoo and the other wilmesses who gav
evidenco at the inquest on Wednesdsy were examined,
and tkey repeated the statements on that oceasion.

Geo., Roberts, som of ihe landlord of the Grend
 Noribern Hotel, and Mrs. Brocke, landlady of the Sa.nle
"Hotel, were eo,lled and proved that deceased and prisane
called at their res-pecme kouses before mnine o’clock ab

night on the Sth inwt.

Joseph Brown, chemical manufacturer, Savile Town,
paid he was being driven in his trap on the night im
question from Thornhill to Dewsbary, Whiist passing
over Savile Bridge his driver suddenly slackened speed,
as there was & man and woman in front. He webched

the man and woman go to the balustrade, and saw the
former lounge against the latier, then stoop dowm, 81l
takmc,herb the garments, hftedhsruphownmﬂ-y
and rolled her over.the railinge into the river. Hse

called out o some men to stop tie man who committed
the deed, and looked over the bridees but coald see
nothing except & mwan, whom' he afterwards identified asm
the witness (rlbbon, wading in the weter.

In eross-examination, witness sald Le did mot gee
Gibson strike the prisoner with & bat, neither did he seg
Walker attempt to kick Gibson, nsthela'tterhaddleg

Police~corstable Hughes smd he bad charge of the
prisoner .on Monday night at the police- station. About
ten o’clock Walker smd “The ——— aggravated me 80
muoch that I threw her over the bridge,” end he repedaied

this statement.
Sergeant Kendall said tha{'. on one occasion when

he visited the prisoner on Monday night, and asked
hisn what he wanted, he replied, “No, I have -hsd enoungh
to-might. The 13 a bad ’un it there hed been a burne
ing furnace T shouwld have tirown Jer in.”

Most of the witmesses said the prisoner was very drunk
when the deed was committed.

Mr. Ellis asked the Bench to reduce the charge for
trtal to one of manslanghter, but the dJusiices decided
that the prisoner should teke g trial at dhe next.leedsy
Assizes on the capifal charge.

Prisoner was conveyed to Wakefield in a cab the same
af{ernoon, where he mll remain unkl the Assizes com-

menoee.
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
