The Mirficld Choral Society, since its re-establishment
ten years ago, has rendered great. service to the cause of
popuiar music in Mirfield and the surrounding district.
They have performed several important works, and
have moreover met with a gratifying measure of support
from the public  For this seascn the society’s pro-
gramme consists of “ The Messiah *’ and “ The Saagons ™
(Haydn). The former was given last evenmng at the
Co-operative Hall, Ravensthorps, and the latter will
follow at Mirfeld during the winter. Handel’s master-
picce loses none of its popularity by constant revetition,
and the cretforio was Jast night listened to throughout by
a largs gudience with the elosest of aftention., 'The
principals were Madame Minnie Jones, soprano, prize
winner Royal National Eigteddfogl ; IMiss Emily Lincoln,
contralio; My. George Gresn, of the Liverpool Phil-
harmonic Concerts, and principal teror Liverpool Cathe.
dral; and Bir. W. H. Dawson, principal  -bass Work
Minster. Mr. Dawson was in good voice, and his clear
and powerful rendermg of his numbers was much ad-
mured. Ile sang in a fimished manner, and with due
axprasmon. Mz, Gresn rendered bis coniributions with
great vigour znd aceuracy, and was -deservedly and
freguently applauded. MMadame Jones sang with con-
siderable feeling, but in her case a litile more ztteniion
to enunciation would be an advantage. DBiiss Tipeoln
a8 contratto was fairly successful. The band and chorus

of 100 performers had evidently been carefully trained,
and under the able conductorship of M W. Clark
Ainley acquitted themselves most ereditably. Mr. H,
Kemp led the band. The chorus sang with
great power and oprecision end . with remark-
able clearnsss. ‘The FPastoral Symphony may be
mentioned as  having been gone through i
an excellent manuner, and it was heartily applauded.
The hall in which ihe concert was heid, though some-
what bare of agpect, 18 well adapted for hearing, and on
the wholp the commnittee and wperformers heve great
reason o congratuicte themsalver on the succesy of their
opening concert of the season at Ravensthorpe.
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
