4 disastrous railway accident took place near Wigan
Iast Tuesdsy evenihg, resulting in the death of ftwo
persors and Injury to many ofaers. Owing to the return
from Plackpool of large numbers of Dewsbury wisitors,
the Loondon and North-Western Railway Company de-
cided to rtm & relief train prior to the customary train
due out of gzthe Central Ststion at four o’clock. . The
special left™at five minutes to four, snd copsisted of
nine coachea and two guard’z vans, - o |
- All proeeeded well until Amberswood Kast Junction
was reached, but the train had no soomer passed through
the set of points than the engine commenced fo jump,
and, oscifleting violently, left the lines. “The train ran
zlong for gome £ty or sixty yards, dearing up the
permanent way &s ib wemt,. and finzlly the engine fell
down & steep. embaniment.  The tender relled fo the
botiom, dragging with it the freat guaid’s van and throes
‘coaches. - The guard’s van was spashed inio. splinters,
whilst three other carriages were also wrecked, tho re-
maining coaches standing wprighd on the permanent way-.
Fortunately, thers were few passengers in the fronk
ortion . of the irain, bai several perzops weve found
gneath the débris, and were extricaied with greab Jdiffi-
culiy., A Iatﬁe staff ‘of medical men was hasiily sum-
meney from the surrounding districis, snd the neads of
the injured wero attended to.  The body of the driver
of the engine, Fredericl Jokngon, of Hyddersfield, was
diseovem:er%__ o close to the engine, he having appsrently
been sealded to death. The fireman, Alfred Porter, of
Euddersfield, had & miraculous escape, though he had &
finger cut off; whilst tho gunard in the fromb vam——
liam Daxies, of Hmdley—was mminjered. =

rate, and the engine cither jumped the peints or the line
broke, thus throwing the engine from the track,
CAn-examination shows that where the engine left the
imes about two yards of line bad been snapped of.
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
