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DISPTTE AS TO A MIRFTELD I,ANE.

Mr. Edwin John Lister. cardmaker, and an owner
of property in Slipper-lane, Mirfield, appealoed against
an order of the .JJustices under the Private Street Works
Avt, 1892, obrtained by the Tizhan District Council of
Mir&eld, who were the respondents. The appellant was
ropreseated by Alr. W. .. Waueh and Mo J. A, Comp-
ston, and Mr. . AL Shepherd and Mr. A, Diarnshaw
apoeaved for the respoadents. The point at issue was
whether Stpper-lase was a highway repairable by the
public at jarge. O behalf of the respondents, 1t was
subimitied that the lzne was laid oul under the Alirfield
Inworure Award made in 1806, Yor many years the
lane wes o a diegraceful con-i:tion, and the respondents
called upon tho owners and ocrupiers {0 repair it. Re-
pairs were carried oot from time to time, but they wera
not of a subszlantial nature, and at length the state of
tha lane hocame so bad that the respondents pat in
foree the powers they had under the Private [mpraove.-
ments Act.—-Mr. Waugh stated that there hac¢ been an
uninterrupied use of the rozd by the public since 1829,
and when a gate was fixed acrass the lane it was broken
down by the public, as there had bheen a dedicasion of
{he road a2 2 highway., and the lrability to repatr it had
falien on the parich.—After a long hearmg the appeal
wasx aliowed.
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
